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BOARD MEETINGS

The Village of Coleman board meetings are open to the public and are typically held on the 1st Monday of every month at 7:00 pm.  Also open to the public are the Coleman Water & Sewer meetings which are typically held the 2nd Monday of every month at 2:00 pm.
HOUSE NUMBERS

All Village of Coleman residents are required to display their house numbers on their house.  The number must be placed on the side of the house which represents your physical address.  For example, if your house is located on the corner of Maple Lane and N. Louis Avenue, and your address is 192 Maple Lane, your house number would be displayed on the side of your house that faces Maple Lane, not N. Louis Ave.  Visible house numbers are important for quick responses in emergency situations.  If you have any questions, please contact our office.

BUILDING PERMIT INFORMATION
Building permits are required in the Village of Coleman for any remodel that totals $1,000 or more.  This would include labor.  (If you are doing the labor yourself, you still need to include what it would cost to hire a laborer, in your total.)  Permits must be applied for at least one (1) week prior to the start of work. TAX COLLECTIONS

Yearly tax collections are done by the Marinette County Treasurer.  Please make sure all payments are made to them, and not the Village of Coleman.

VOTING

If you are a new resident in the Village of Coleman you will have to complete a Voter Registration Form in order to vote here at the Municipal Building.  You will need your Driver’s License or state ID Card.  

POLL WORKERS

The Village of Coleman Clerk’s Office is looking for Village Residents who are interested in working as poll workers on election days.  We have 2 shifts available.  The first shift is from 6:30 am until 1:30 pm; the second shift is from 1:30 pm until done.  (The polls close at 8:00 pm and then we tally & record votes.  This process varies from ½ hour to 3+ hours.)  Please contact the clerk’s office if you are interested.  This is a paid position.
SHOVELING SIDEWALKS
According to Sec. 264-6 of the Village of Coleman Ordinance, all owners, occupants, or persons in charge of each and every building, or unoccupied lot, shall clean or cause to be cleaned all sidewalks in front of or adjoining such building or lot, of all snow or ice within twenty-four (24) hours after each snowfall.  If and when complaints are received, residents will be notified of the procedure adopted to resolve the problem, which could result in a citation.
PARKING BAN

[image: image6.wmf]No vehicles shall be parked on any street in the Village of Coleman, between the hours of 2:00 am and 6:00 am, from November 15th until April 1st.  This restriction is necessary to accommodate snow plowing and snow removal equipment.  Failure to comply will result in a $5.00 fine.  If not paid within 5 days, the fine doubles and an additional citation can be issued. 
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DOG INFORMATION
Dog licenses need to be obtained from the village clerk at the Coleman Municipal Building.  It is unlawful for any person in the Village of Coleman to own, harbor, or keep any dog more than five (5) months of age without obtaining a license for said dog.  
To obtain a dog license, residents must apply at the Municipal Building.  The cost for each license is $8.00 for a male or female dog, and $3.00 for a neutered male or spayed female dog.  You will be required to provide a current vaccination form, which will include date of vaccination, vaccine manufacturer, serial # of vaccine, and expiration date.  No license will be issued without the above mentioned information.  Licenses need to be purchased by April 1st. A $5.00 late fee will be added to those who apply after April 1st.  
Any person owning or having control of any dog, cat, or other animal shall clean up the feces of such animal immediately and dispose of it in a sanitary manner.  (May we suggest when you walk your pet that you carry a plastic bag with you, to pick up any droppings.)  No animal feces shall be permitted to remain exposed upon any private or public property.  Failure to comply with this ordinance will result in a fine for each incident cited.

GARBAGE PICK-UP

Our garbage pick-up is every Thursday of the week unless there is a holiday prior to Thursday, then pick-up will be on Friday of that same week (see schedule).  Notice that one week it will be trash/paper, and then the following week it will be trash/comingle.  Garbage bags with the Village logo must be used; these can be purchased at the Municipal Building at the cost of $17.00 per box of 100 bags.  Please note, these are cheaper than the ones purchased at grocery stores and a better quality.  You are also entitled to a recycle bin, free of charge, which can be picked up at the Municipal Building as well.  Place only plastic, tin, glass and aluminum in this bin.  Garbage must be placed at the end of your driveway by 7:00 am on the mornings of the pick-up schedule. There is a 5 bag limit and each bag should not exceed 30 lbs.  Any large items, such as mattresses, couches etc. can be taken to our recycle center, on days when it is open (see schedule), for a fee.  Electronics can no longer be left at the curb but must be taken to the recycle center when it is open.  The waste management driver has been instructed to tag and leave any garbage not in Village of Coleman bags, or to leave recyclables that are not disposed of in the proper manner listed below.
The following is an outline of acceptable materials and how to prepare them:

1) Newspapers and cardboard should be bundled or bagged in PAPER bags. (Plastic bags are not acceptable.)

a) Magazines, junk mail (including window envelopes) and cardboard are accepted in brown paper bags or bundled with twine

b) Keep newspapers and magazines separate

c) Do not place newspapers on the bottom of the bin

2) Glass jars and bottles, clear or colored, should be rinsed out to prevent odor problems and spilling.

a) Paper labels may be left on.

b) Glass, such as, light bulbs, window glass, drinking glasses, and dishes are NOT recyclable

c) Do not break the glass

3) Labels on Tin and Bi-metal cans are encouraged to be removed.  Cans should be rinsed to prevent odor problems.

a) It is helpful to cut both ends out of the cans and crush them to save space

b) Large metal items will not be accepted

4) Aluminum cans should be rinsed and also crushed to help save space.

5) Plastics #1 and #2
a) Bottles only

b) Rinse bottles clean

c) Remove caps

d) Plastic oil containers are not recyclable

The following items will not be accepted by Veolia at any time:

Leaves, lawn clippings, brush, burning barrels, ashes, waste oil, batteries, scrap metal, and appliances

RECYCLE CENTER INFORMATION

· The recycle center for Village residents is located by the Wastewater Treatment Plant, behind Rouse Heating, at 718 Business Hwy 141 N.

· There are three (3) separate areas for you to drop off your yard waste.  They are as follows:

Area #1 - This area will be designated for all grass clippings and 
  leaves.

Area #2 – This area will be designated for brush with a thickness of 
  under 5 inches.
Area #3 – This area will be designated for brush with a thickness 
greater than 5 inches.  All brush that falls into this category     must be cut into 4 foot lengths for easier disposal.

The Village of Coleman holds two (2) clean up days each year.  Spring clean up is held mid-May and Fall clean up is typically held mid-October.  These clean up days allow you the opportunity to dispose of items such as furniture, mattresses, and such at no cost.  There is a 2 yard limit per household (approximately one pick up load).

· Following is information, regarding the installation of a water only meter and the charges that apply to the installation and service:

Prior to any installation, you will need to hire a plumber to perform preliminary work.


Coleman Water & Sewer Initial Meter Installation Charge ------------- $35.00
Rental Fee Charged for the Use of This Meter:



5/8” or ¾” Meter----------------------$6.00 per quarter or $2.00 per month



1” Meter---------------------------------$8.10 per quarter or $2.70 per month



1 ¼” Meter------------------------------$9.60 per quarter or $3.20 per month



1 ½” Meter------------------------------$11.40 per quarter or $3.80 per month



2” Meter---------------------------------$15.30 per quarter or $5.10 per month

The Utility takes an actual reading of this meter only once a year, in September.  As normal, you have 20 days to pay the bill.

Your regular house meter is charged $2.42 per 1,000 gallons for water usage and $6.25 per 1,000 gallons for sewer usage, which totals $8.67 per thousand.  By using a “Water Only” meter for watering lawns, watering gardens, washing vehicles, filling pools and such, you are saving $6.25 per thousand gallons.  Below is an example of your savings:

If you use 100 gallons a day for watering in the summer, for a total of 90 days, you will use 9,000 gallons of water.

With each quarterly bill, we include a newsletter with valuable information.  Please remember to include the top payment stub of your utility bill when making payments.  Additional stubs are available upon request if you wish to make additional payments in advance.
· If you are not able to pay your Utility bill during regular business hours, there is a “Drop Box” located at the south entrance (on Main Street) of the Municipal Building.  Your envelope will drop into a safe, which the clerk routinely checks.
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· Municipal drinking water tip:  Drinking water tastes much better if poured into a pitcher and chilled for at least 30 minutes prior to drinking.
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COLEMAN PARK

Our Coleman Park can be rented for a nominal fee.

Reservations can be made by contacting the Municipal Building at (920) 897-2234 or stopping in.  Reservations will be accepted providing the date you want is open. You have two weeks to pay the $35.00 fee after the reservation is made.  If the fee is not paid within the two week period, the date can be given to someone else.  The security deposit is due when the keys are picked up.  
These keys will give you access to the concession stand which includes a refrigerator with a freezer and a microwave.  When the keys are returned and the grounds have been inspected, your $50.00 check will be returned providing there is no damage and everything is cleaned up.
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· SUMMER T-BALL PROGRAM

The Village of Coleman runs a summer T-ball program for children between the ages of 4-8 years of age at the Coleman Park.  It is a 9-week program that runs May until the end of July or the first week in August.  This program is three days per week and 60 to 90 minutes per session.  The fee is $10 per child.  We place information in the Peshtigo Times Newspaper.  This is not a competitive league.  This program offers instruction in the sport of baseball, consisting of different segments of basic fundamental skills, followed by a scrimmage.  It is designed to help a child learn about baseball before entering the area Little League Programs, which begins at the age of 9.

· SUMMER LITTLE LEAGUE
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The Coleman Park is used in the Summer for area Little League games.  Practices typically start in April, and games are usually on Tuesday’s and Thursdays.
· HIGH SCHOOL GIRLS SOFTBALL
The Coleman Park is used for high school girls softball in the Spring. 
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· MEN’S SOFTBALL LEAGUES

The Coleman Park is used for the Men’s Softball League on Monday nights.
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SKARDA PARK

Skarda Park is now ready!!  If you enjoy walking on nature trails, you are going to love this!  Skarda Park, a walking-only park, is full of trails, park benches, and a beautiful gazebo.  The park is open anytime and pets are welcome.  There is an entrance to the park on both Meadowwood Drive and Maple Lane, just look for the signs.  
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FYI:  There are no motorized vehicles or ATV’s allowed in the park!
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YEARLY EVENTS
January-------Winterfest – This is an event sponsored by the Coleman-Pound Lioness Club, Kum-A-Long SNO Riders, and Coleman Area Rescue Squad.  It includes a parade, music, a poker-run, food, refreshments, kid’s games and fireworks.

February-------Cougar Country Business Association Annual Fundraiser – This is an event held at Romy’s Holiday Inn on Kelly Lake to raise funds for the Business Association.

May-------Annual Spring Area-Wide Rummage Sale –  Anyone can hold a rummage sale and get on the map.  Maps of all listed sales are available to the public.

May-------Veteran’s Memorial Service – This memorial service is held in the Coleman High School Gymnasium.

June-------Annual Garden Show – This event is sponsored by the Cougar Country Business Association and held at the Coleman Park located next to Business 141 and every other year is alternating with the location being in the Village of Pound.

July-------Fireman’s Picnic –This event is held the 3rd weekend in July, and is sponsored by the Coleman Volunteer Fire Department.  It includes a parade, music, food, refreshments, kid’s games, volleyball tournament, horseshoe tournament, softball tournament, raffles and fireworks.
